GREENING THE AIRWAYEs

Community Radio Hamilton is a not-for-profit “Access” radio station,
partly funded by NZ On Air. More than 150 volunteers
broadcast 100+ local radio shows every week representing a diverse
range of special interests, cultures, and beliefs.

Through Envirofund support, Community Radio Hamilton has been
able to further promote their weekly ‘Environment Matters' radio
show which is coordinated by Environment Centre Hamilton.
Environment Matters is an hour-long show providing information
to the community on environmental issues and projects, and
profiles local organisations. The show provides an educational
forum for individuals and groups to discuss and promote their
work, and facilitates understanding and support of environmental
issues among a wide audience. The program addresses Hamilton's
Community Plan well by aiming to “increase community knowledge
and awareness of environmental issues and empower people to
take environmental action in their daily lives".
